word. In Gwoyeu Romatzyh they are connected with a hyphen to the
preceding word.

In Dungan, Imazov 1977:107-109 uses a set of criteria to make a
distinction between what he calls quantitative words and quantitative
suffixes. Suffixes are of course written together with the preceding word.
The criteria are semantic and morphological: 1) a quantitative word has a
meaning of its own, 2) a new word can be formed on the basis of a
quantitative word, 3) a quantitative word can be modified by an adjective
or verb. On the basis of these criteria, Imazov concludes that only -ro and
-Xa are quantitative suffixes.

However, some measures can take the place of a suffix. In this context,
Imazov uses semantic and grammatical criteria.

Judging by the examples, if the quantitative word has a concrete meaning,
it is a word, but if it has a transferred meaning, it is a suffix.

In Mandarin, the classifier -ge is applicable to all individual nouns (Chao
1968:588). This would probably entail that all measures in Chao's group
Mc, classifiers or individual measures, would be written together with the
numeral. Other kinds of measures have an individual meaning and cannot
be replaced by ge.

If we say that classifiers proper are written together with the preceding
word, Imazov's semantic criterion is actually not necessary.

It is not clear what significance this has to measures for verbs.

A sentence, roughly, is a a unit usually ending in a full stop in the
orthography. A clause is a unit containing a predicate. A sentence consists
of one or more clauses.

The clauses preceding the subject are temporal, concessive and other
subordinate clauses. The subject is followed by a predicate or several
predicates expressing successive actions. (Salmi 1984)

The predicates are all different. The first one can contain the subject, and
the last one has a final particle. Because of the finale particle, it could be
that the Dungan sentence resembles the Chinese topic chain as described

by Chancey Chu (JCL).

Every sentence, except for certain, listable cases, ends in an aspect
particle. Subordinate clauses normally end in a particle as well, but non-

final predicated do not have a particle, they can only have a verbal suffix.

There are cases where final particles occur inside a sentence, but in these
cases the predicates are co-ordinate, referring to simultaneous action
performed by one or two subjects.
